The APS Hotline received 23,809 calls, an increase 
of 24% over 2016. 

APS received a total of 12,838 unduplicated reports, 
an increase of 102% from 2007 to 2017, and a 16% 
increase over 2016.

The Fact Sheet is an overview of elder and dependent adult abuse in Orange 
County, based on data collected during Calendar Year 2017 by Adult Protective 
Services.  Elders are defined as individuals age 65 years and older, while Dependent 
Adults are individuals age 18-64 years who have a functional limitation that impairs 
their ability to provide for their basic needs and advocate for their rights.

The incidence of elder abuse increase significantly with age.  Those 
aged 85 and older are four times more likely to be the victims of abuse 
compared to those age 65-69.
